3.  Quote(s) of the Day: From St. Faustina's diary.... 
 
a.  ñI will not allow myself to be so absorbed in the whirlwind of work as to forget about 
God.  I will spend all my free moments at the feet of the Master hidden in the Blessed 
Sacrament.ò  (82, page 42)  
 
b.  ñHe who knows how to forgive prepares for himself many graces from God.  As often 
as I look upon the cross, so often will I forgive with all my heart.ò  (390, page 175). 
 
c.  ñWhen I see that the burden is beyond my strength, I do not consider or analyze it or 
probe into it, but I run like a child to the Heart of Jesus and say only one word to Him: 
ñYou can do all things.ò And then I keep silent, because I know that Jesus Himself will 
intervene in the matter, and as for me, instead of tormenting myself, I use that time to 
love Him.ò (1033, page 392) 
 
d.  ñEveryone in the world can belong to this group. A member of this group ought to 
perform at least one act of mercy per day; at least one, but there can be many more, for 
such deeds can easily be carried out by anyone, even the very poorest. For there are 
three ways of performing an act of mercy: the merciful word, by forgiving, and by 
comforting; secondly, if you can offer no word, then pray-that too is mercy; and thirdly, 
deeds of mercy. And when the Last Day comes, we shall be judged from this, and on 
this basis we shall receive the eternal verdict.ò (1157-1158, page 424)
